He has also made many product sourcing trips for the 
business to China, Hong Kong, Taiwan, the Philippines, 
and Singapore.


We are planning a Rainforest Flora field trip during the 
World Bromeliad Conference that SVBS is organizing in 
April, 2026.  Don’t miss this chance to learn how this 
amazing nursery was created.
