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Bromeliad Care Basics:  (Reprint from Pup Talk, February 2016)

We have many new members over the past few years so bromeliad care basics may be of interest. 

First of all, are there any “rules” that apply to most if not all bromeliads? Yes, a few are found: They 
almost all hate copper.  Avoid using treated wood or copper wire. !
Almost all seem to do better with air movement. Crowding plants together is another no/no. They 
grow and expand – you will need more room than you think. 

Almost all die after blooming but the mother plant usually provides the next plant generation. 

But how do we water them? How much sun do they need? How much cold can they take? Can they 
be mounted on a background or do they need a pot? All these are good questions and the answers 
vary by genus. The Bromeliad Society of Houston developed a simple chart to answer these 
questions.
